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OVERVIEW

We are excited you have considered Children’s Hospital Central California as a potential
employer in the United States. Your future will depend on making your transition as smooth
as possible. It is encouraged that you take adequate time to prepare yourself for this
journey; research is the key component to making your transition smooth. The information
provided within this document is designed to serve as a reference guide and by no means to
be construed as everything you need to know to get from your country to the U.S. However,
the basic fundamentals are conveyed for you to research further.

As a foreign healthcare worker, it is imperative for you to decide if your stay in the U.S. is
going to be temporary or if you are seeking permanent residency. The most common type of
admission, TN status, can be extended annually. If it is decided that you are looking for
permanent residence (Green Card status) your U.S. employer or a U.S. family member will
have to consider sponsoring you.

Throughout this process, competency exams and required licensure tests will be necessary
as well as a required academic degree confirming your educational eligibility, per the North

American Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA). Research your new destination thoroughly and

consider all the opportunities that wait for you in California!

For a checklist to use during the RN licensure and work authorization process, please refer
to Appendix A.



STEP #1: OBTAIN LICENSURE

When a job offer is accepted by a foreign candidate and initiated by a U.S. organization, the
foreign candidate must start the preemptive process for relocation. In order for a foreign
citizen to be allowed employment in the U.S., he or she must be seeking a position that has
been listed as a NAFTA approved position (Appendix B), have qualifications as stated and
begin the process for obtaining licensure.

Apply for Licensure

Through our experiences bringing foreign nurses to California, we have found that applying
through the California Board of Nursing can be a lengthier process than other states. You
could consider that you first obtain your RN license in Minnesota, and then later receive a
California license through endorsement. To apply for your Minnesota license, download an
“Exam application packet for Canadian RN by exam applicants” from the Minnesota Board of
Registered Nursing website at or you may also call them for additional information (Appendix
C). At this time you can also register for the National Council Licensure Examination for
Registered Nurses (NCLEX®-RN).

Register for the NCLEX®-RN

The NCLEX®-RN is the American equivalent to the Canadian RN exam. To register for the
NCLEX®-RN please visit the testing website at www.pearsonvue.com/nclex or call Pearson
VUE at (866) 496-2539 for more information.

Please note that the NCLEX®-RN testing format is computer based, therefore different from
the Canadian RN exam. We recommend a thorough review before writing the exam. You
can find an online review on the NCSBN Learning Extension website at
www.learningext.com/students.

Once you have passed your NCLEX®-RN, you can begin the application process for your
VisaScreen™. See Step #2: VisaScreen™ below.

Obtain California License

Once you have obtained your licensure in Minnesota or any other state in the U.S., you will
need to have it endorsed by the California Board of Registered Nursing. Please visit their
website at www.rn.ca.gov/lic/lic-end.htm where you can obtain information on the following
methods for endorsement:

1. Online
2. Mail-in

3. Walk through process. Visiting the California Board of Registered Nursing located in
Sacramento, CA. Here your application will be immediately processed and you will
receive a temporary license. Though this requires a three hour drive to Sacramento



from Fresno, it is the quickest and preferred way to obtain your temporary license.
This license is valid for six months and will allow you enough time to obtain your
permanent licensure by mail.

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STEP #5: BECOMING ESTABLISHED

Social Security Number

A Social Security Number is important because you need it to get a job, collect Social
Security benefits and receive some other government benefits. Many other companies you
do business with, such as banks and credit companies, will also ask for your number.

To apply for a Social Security number and card:

You will be required to provide original documents showing your age, identity and lawful
noncitizen status (including Department of Homeland Security (DHS) permission to work in
the U.S.).

You will receive your number and card as soon as the Social Security Administration (SSA)
verifies your immigration status with DHS. Your TN status documentation will serve as proof
of your authorization to work in the U.S. until you receive your card in conjunction with your
TN status. This card will bear the legend, "VALID FOR WORK ONLY WITH DHS
AUTHORIZATION."

Driver License

If you are a visitor in California over 18 years old and have a valid driver license from your
home state or country (where you live permanently) and are here for less than six months,
you may drive in this state without getting a California driver license as long as your home
state license remains valid. However, if you are here for more than six months and working,
you must apply for a driver license. You cannot apply for a driver license until you have a
social security number.

In addition, all customers applying for an original Driver License or Identification Card must
provide evidence of legal presence in the U.S. as authorized under federal law.

According to the DMV, to apply for an original California Drivers License you will need to do
the following:

e Visit a DMV office (make an appointment for faster service)

e Complete application form DL 44

e Give a thumb print

e Have your picture taken
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e Provide your social security number. It will be verified with the SSA while you are in
the office.

e Verify your birth date and legal presence
e Provide your true full name

o Pay the $25 application fee

e Pass a vision exam

e Pass a traffic laws and sign test. There are 36 questions on the test. You have three
chances to pass. A sample test can be found on the DMV website at
www.dmv.ca.gov/pubs/interactive/tdrive/exam.htm

If you have a license from outside the U.S. you will be required to take a driving test. If you
have a license from another state, the driving test can be waived.

To take your driving test, you will need to:

e Call a DMV office to set up an appointment.
e Provide proof of financial responsibility

Identification Card
To apply for an Identification card you will need to do the following:

e Visit a DMV office (make an appointment for faster service)

e Complete application form DL 44 (An original DL 44 form must be submitted. Copies
will not be accepted.)

e Give a thumb print
e Have your picture taken

e Provide your social security number. It will be verified with the SSA while you are in
the office.

e Verify your birth date and legal presence

e Pay the $21 application fee

Vehicle Registration

Per California Law, if your vehicle is registered outside the state of California (i.e., in another
state, country, province, territory) you must register the vehicle in California within 20 days of
the date you establish residency or accept employment. The following are required to
register any out-of-state vehicle:

¢ Complete an Application for Title or Registration, available online at
www.dmv.ca.gov/forms/reg/reg343.htm

e Submit your out-of-state registration certificate
e Submit your out-of-state title (If you have it)

e Provide evidence of the California Smog Certification
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e Provide an odometer mileage certification (If your vehicle is less than 10 years old)

e Bring your vehicle to a DMV office for verification of the vehicle's identification
number

e Pay the fees

Financial Information

Obtaining Credit

Once you have a social security card, you are able to start building credit. Purchasing a car
or a home once you are settled in will help you establish the credit you deserve and in some
instances may be the only two things you can be approved for as a new U.S. citizen.

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STEP #6: EXTENSION OF WORK AUTHORIZATION

Employees of Children’s Hospital Central California are required to have valid work
authorization at all times during employment. It is the responsibility of the employee to
ensure their work authorization is current. Recruitment Services will assist employees in
extending their work authorization.

Extension Process

Recruitment Services will send monthly reminder notices, starting four months from the date
of work authorization expiration to employees. At this time, you need to decide if you want to
extend your work authorization for another year. Extension plans should be communicated
to Recruitment Services and your manager/supervisor in a timely manner.

There are two ways to extend TN status:

1. 1-129, Petition for a Non-Immigrant Worker. File this form with the USCIS. It is highly
recommended you have an immigration lawyer process and submit this petition for
you. Please contact Recruitment Services for assistance in this process.

2. US Port of Entry. Extensions of TN status may be completed in the same manner
your initial request was processed at the border. Please contact Recruitment
Services for a letter verifying your employment.

All documentation permitting the extension of work authorization should be submitted to
Recruitment Services.
